                With spring in the air, why not start on a garden?                                        
This garden will be made with   BEADS   of course! 

 
    Bring a finished  base  made of size 6 or 8 seed beads, or 4mm or 6mm cubes, OR use larger 
beads (as shown in 1st picture~bottom bracelet).  Use beading wire (or fireline)  string a simple 
bracelet,  finish with crimps and clasp of your choice, ( 2nd picture ~ middle bracelet). 
Hint: for the clasp,  use  that special  SPRING BUTTON  you’ve been saving.! 
Make the base the size you normally make your braclet BUT leave a bit of room for the 
embelishment.  If the beads are strung too tight, you will have trouble getting the needle in  for 
the embellishment.  For a different look,  place a focal bead in the center ( 1stpicture,upper bracelet). 
        NOW you’re ready to ‘PLANT  YOUR  GARDEN’      (Embellish at meeting)  
you will need the following: 
Fringe and vines  made from   11’s and/or 8’s seed beads 
 10-30 flowers and leaves in your choice of colors, you can even use that collection of odd beads 

you have been wondering what to do with them.  Don’t forget bugs, butterflies, birds,      
or whatever ( it’s YOUR garden )! 

3 or 4 mm filler beads or crystals 
Basic stitching supplies-needle, thread, scissors, bead mat, etc. 
    Remember, this is your garden, so go for it! Be colorful, be flashy, or use shades of your 
favorite color. This works well with glass, polymer clay, lucite, crystal, you get the idea. Make it 
as full as you want, or just a few dangles and fringe. YOU decide how full your garden will be!
